Please read these procedures. They have been developed to keep our students safe during drop off and pick up times. Please see Dan Sakaue with any questions. Thank you.
If you live within walking distance, we encourage you to walk or bike to school as often as possible. There is a new bike rack by the front entrance on 46th street. We will soon have a bike rack near the basketball court at the south end of the playground.
DO… 
· Drop off your child on 46th Street, in front of the circular driveway 
· Pick up your child from the playground. Pull into the yellow zone on Dawson Street. If there is no space available in this area please park on a nearby residential street and walk your child to or from school 

· Have your child sit on the passenger side with their backpack so they can get out of the car easily, quickly and safely
· Cross the street with your child 
· Cross only at corners and, preferable, at crosswalks. Train your child to look all ways as they cross a street

· Drive SLOWLY near our school at all times
DON’T… 

· Leave your vehicle running unattended
· Block crosswalks, curb ramps or the parking lot entrance. There is a city fine for blocking a crosswalk or curb ramp.
· Park in the bus zone. Use the yellow area on 46th street for load/unload only. 

· Double park, which creates an unsafe situation for children who are difficult to see between cars. There is a city fine for double parking.
· Block driveways. There is a city fine for blocking.

· Make U-turns in the middle of the block
· Let your child out on the traffic side of the car. Pull over to the curb and teach your child to be a safe pedestrian.
