


What is the Annual Fund?
The Annual Fund is a yearly fundraising program designed to 
bridge the gap between public funding and the actual cost 
of our children’s education. Contributions to the Annual 
Fund support students, programs, and school buildings. Orca 
K-8 depends on Annual Fund revenues to help balance the 
annual budget.

How can I give?
A gift may be made by cash, 
check or credit card. If you are 
employed by a company with a 
matching gifts program, you may 
be able to double or triple the amount of your gift.

Why is annual giving so important to Orca K-8?
Unrestricted gifts provide the most critical dollars for the 
school because they allow maximum flexibility to apply 
funds where they are needed most. Each year state funding 
declines and programs that are essential to a well- rounded 
education are no longer supported. The Orca garden, our 
music and arts programs, and even a well-stocked library 
would not exist if Orca relied solely on public funding.  
By participating in the Annual Fund, each family expresses 
confidence in the school’s current mission and helps ensure 
future prosperity.

Are Annual Fund gifts tax deductible? All contributions to 
the Annual Fund are tax deduct- 
ible to the full extent of the law.  
Receipts for your gift are avail- 
able by request. The Orca PTA

Who contributes to the Annual Fund?
In addition to the current parent body, the Annual Fund 
receives strong financial support from alumni, parents of 
alumni, grandparents, faculty and staff, friends and neigh-
bors of Orca K-8, and corporate matching gift programs.

When should I give?
Although donations to Orca K-8 are accepted at any time, 
the Annual Fund Drive begins at the start of each school 
year, and wraps up by the end of February. Contribute by 
December 31, 2010 to take advantage of current tax year 
benefits. 

How much should I contribute to the Annual Fund?
Gifts of any size make a difference and demonstrate your 
understanding and commitment to the needs of Orca K-8. 
We ask that you participate as generously as possible.  
We hope that all members of the Orca K-8 community 
will make the Annual Fund a top priority (over any other 
fundraising effort this year).

Here are some of the things your Annual Fund  
gift supports:

Orca Garden - $2500 supports a year of environmental 
education in this hands-on, outdoor laboratory

Computer Literacy – $50 buys support & equipment to 
help teach practical skills

Outdoor Education – $1000 in scholarships ensure that 
all Orca students can attend camp.

Young Authors Program - $500 gives every child a 
chance to tell their story

Visual and Performing Arts - $10,000 brings artists,  
writers and musicians into the classroom to stimulate 
young minds

Explorations in Math - $1,000 provides monthly math 
challenges and family math nights

Music - $2,000 provides two months of a spirited  
music program

Physical Education - $600 will provide juggling lessons 
for every student

Art - $120 provides one month of supplies to spark  
budding imaginations.

Academic Excellence - $500 will operate an after school 
Math Club for one year
